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I ntroduction

The International Union for the Scientific Study of Population (IUSSP), with over 2,162 members
and 397 student associates from 140 countries on 31 December 2006, is the largest international
professional association for individuals interested in population studies. The IUSSP is
internationally recognized for its role in identifying emerging and critical population and
development issues, encouraging scientific research on these topics, and sponsoring seminars,
workshops, conferences, training sessions, and Internet forums at which critical issues can be
discussed and debated. The IUSSP's main goal “is to foster relations between persons engaged in
the study of demography in all countries of the world, and stimulate interest in demographic
matters among governments, national and international organisations, scientific bodies and the
general public” (Article 1.2, IUSSP Constitution). The IUSSP achieves this goa through its
scientific activities, publications, and advisory role in the international population field as well as
through its members who include scholars, policy makers, and program officials working in awide
range of disciplines and institutions concerned with population-related matters.

In 2006, a new Council took office setting priorities for 2006-2009. At its first Council meeting in
March of 2006, the Council decided to establish 16 new scientific panels focusing on issues it felt
were of particularly high scientific and policy relevance and approved the continuation of 6 Panels.
In an effort to ensure that the results of IUSSP scientific work are disseminated to policy makers
and civil society actors working on population issues, the Council voted to start a series of USSP
policy briefs. The USSP Council also sought to increase the visibility of the USSP within the
population community by increasing USSP collaboration with national and regional population
associations and other international organizations.

The IUSSP sponsored eleven scientific activities in 2006: seven seminars, two workshops, one
cyber seminar, and a special session at the annual meeting of the Population Association of
America. Approximately 765 individuals directly participated in IUSSP scientific activities
delivering 206 papers and communications (See Annex 2). The IUSSP Secretariat set up an on-line
submission system so that interested scholars could submit abstracts to attend USSP seminars via
the Internet and so that the organizers could review and select papers on-line. Five IUSSP seminars
used the system in 2006 receiving 622 abstract submissions from scholars around the world.

The IUSSP disseminates the scientific results of its activities through its website, in scholarly peer-
reviewed journals, and in its edited volumes with Springer Press since 2005. In 2006, four edited
volumes appeared in the ITUSSP Springer series International Studies in Population (ISIP). In
addition, two special issues of ajourna were devoted to papers from an [USSP seminar. The I[USSP
continues to update and improve its website where it makes its seminar reports and other
information of interest accessible to the population community and the interested public. Seminar
papers are made available to IUSSP members on the password protected portion of the website and
all seminar reports are available to the general public on the USSP website (www.iussp.org). The
first IUSSP Policy Briefs were commissioned in 2006 and will be made available on the USSP
website in 2007.

The IUSSP began planning for the XX VI USSP International Population Conference to be held in
2009. Morocco was selected as the host of the 2009 Conference and the Palais des Congreés, a state-
of-art conference centre, in Marrakech, Morocco was selected as the site for the 2009 Conference.
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A request for session suggestions for the 2009 Conference was sent out to the USSP membership.
IUSSP members sent 245 session proposal suggestions and abstracts to be considered for the 2009
Conference scientific programme by the International Organization Committee at their first meeting
in 2007.

The IUSSP pursued efforts to increase its membership. The IUSSP recruited 89 new members in
2006. Membership increased for all regions, most notably for Europe and Asia. The Secretariat
made major improvements to the website for the membership. Individual passwords were provided
to all members to access the password protected portion of the website. The individual passwords
make it possible for members to update their personal membership information on-line and pay
their dues by credit card using a secure, on-line payment system.

Each year the IUSSP honours one of its outstanding members by bestowing its Laureate Award.
Outstanding contributions to the advancement of population sciences and distinguished service
rendered to the USSP are taken into consideration in making this award. The USSP membership
nominates candidates for this award and USSP Council members select the successful candidate by
secret ballot after careful review of each candidate’s dossier and testimonials. In 2006, Dr. Jan
Hoem, Professor and Director of the Max Planck Institute for Demographic Research in Rostock,
Germany, was honoured as the 16th IUSSP Laureate during a ceremony held at the European
Population Conference in Liverpool, England on 23 June 2006. IUSSP Vice President, Peter
McDonald, Council member, Graziella Caselli, and several of Jan Hoem's colleagues, former and
current students spoke in honour of his contributions to demography and demographic training. Jan
Hoem has made important contributions to the advancement of demography in areas such as
stochastic stable population theory, demographic incidence rates, and the statistical analysis of
multiplicative models.

Scientific Panels 2006-2009

During its first meeting in March, the new Council decided to initiate new IUSSP Scientific Panels
to address population issues of urgent scientific or policy relevance. In addition, Council approved
the formation of several member-initiated Panels and the continuation of several older scientific
groups. In 2006 these groups selected members and prepared a programme of activities to be carried
forward in 2007-2009. A total of 22 Panels will address 6 key themes during the 2007-2009 period:

Scientific M eetingsin 2006

One of the IUSSP's most important activities is the sponsorship of scientific seminars and
workshops where experts can discuss and debate research findings and program initiatives. In
addition, every four years the IUSSP organizes an International Population Conference and
occasionally organizes regional conferences. IUSSP seminars, conferences, and workshops advance
knowledge on population issues and foster international and cross-disciplinary networks of social
scientists and policy makers working on critical population issues. Seminars and workshops are
organized by IUSSP Scientific Panels and draw experts from a wide range of disciplines —
demography, economics, epidemiology, medicine, history, anthropology, and statistics — thereby
bringing diverse perspectives and approaches to a common problem. To encourage broad
geographic participation in these seminars, the IUSSP may provide some travel subsidies to
scholars from developing countries and elsewhere. IUSSP seminars, thus, contribute to the creation
and strengthening of international networks of scholars and policy makers working on related
population issues.

Workshop on Rethinking the Estimation and Pr ojection of Urban and City Populations, New
York City, 9-10 January 2006

This meeting, organized by the IUSSP Scientific Panel on Urbanization, brought together 31
demographers, experts in remote-sensing applications and geographic information systems, urban
planners, and representatives of relevant United Nations agencies, providing them with an opportunity to
engage in discussions on new sources of data and emerging methods in urban population estimation and
forecasting, with an emphasis on methods that make use of spatialy disaggregated data. This highly
multidisciplinary workshop demongtrated that in addition to its considerable scholarly appeal, the
integration of diverse data and methods holds great promise for urban policy and planning in poor
countries. The workshop was co-funded by the US National Science Foundation Advance Project to the
Earth Ingtitute of Columbia University, the United Nations Population Division, and the IUSSP. A
follow-up meeting will take place in 2007 to prepare a publication of the papers. Workshop programme,
report, and recommendations for estimating and forecasting urban population growth can be consulted on
the Panel’ s webpage at http://www.iussp.org/Activities/urb-index.php .

Cyberseminar on Rural Household Micro-Demographics, Livelihoods and the Environment, 10-24
April 2006, or ganized by the USSP Population-Environment Resear ch Networ k

This cyberseminar provided a forum for scholars from around the globe and a wide range of
disciplines to discuss recent research examining the reciprocal relationships among household-level
population dynamics, rural livelihoods and the environment. A background paper and 9 expert
statements helped frame the discussion. Approximately 465 individuals participated in the seminar.
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Discussion, background paper with summary in French, Portuguese and Spanish, and the nine
expert statements on household lifecycles and land/resource use, migration-environment relations,
HIV-AIDS, relationships between poverty, fertility and environmental degradation can be consulted
at http://www.populationenvironmentresearch.org/seminars,jsp .

Seminar on Longevity: Early-life Conditions, Social M obility and Other Factorsthat
Influence Survival at Old Age, Lund/Mdlle, Sweden, 8-10 June 2006

The IUSSP Scientific Committee on Historical Demography organized this seminar in collaboration
with the Research Group in Economic Demography, Lund University. The seminar brought
together 21 researchers in the field of historical demography and mortality to discuss papers
examining what importance early-life conditions, social mobility and other factors have on survival
to older ages. Papers examined the contribution of early environmental insults or epidemics to
cohorts by studying infant or childhood mortality as well as other important early factors such as
race, birth order, being born in or out of wedlock, sibship size, the loss of a parent and parents
social class. Participants also investigated whether adult socioeconomic conditions intervene or alter
early childhood experience. Early adult experiences in terms of an individual’s fertility experience,
occupational career, and smoking history were introduced and compared with earlier conditions.
Seminar participants also explored the potentials of using historical databases for research agendas
other than historical demography and promoted research on the mortality decline and the increase in
longevity.

Workshop on Becoming an Adult: an International Per spective on the Transitionsto
Adulthood, M ontreal, 15-17 June 2006

The IUSSP Panel on Transitions to Adulthood in Developed Countries organized a workshop in
Montreal with the financial support of the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council of
Canada, the MacArthur Foundation (Network on Transitions to Adulthood) and the IUSSP. The
workshop brought together 15 participants from various socia science disciplines, including
demography, sociology and economics. The purpose of the workshop was to discuss advances in
research on the comparative study of the transition to adulthood including new statistical methods to
analyse individual transitions and their sources of variability. Papers covered a wide range of
geographical areas and used innovative methods for understanding the processes underlying
transitions to adulthood. Fertility, partnerships, residentia independence, education and
employment were the main transitions analysed during the workshop as well as issues of de-
standardization and individualization of the life-courses. The papers from this workshop will be
published as a special issue of the European Journal of Population in 2007 and an IUSSP Policy
Brief will be produced.

Seminar on Ethical Issuesin Reproductive Health, Wassenaar, The Netherlands, 21-23
September 2006

This meeting was organized by the USSP Scientific Committee on Reproductive Health, the
Population Research Centre, University of Groningen, and the Netherlands Interdisciplinary
Demographic Institute (NIDI) and held at the Netherlands Institute for Advanced Study (NIAS) in
Wassenaar. Thirty population speciaists, medical and public-health researchers, bio-ethicists, and
policy makers contributed to the science-policy dialogue by clarifying ethical issues in reproductive
health. Central to the seminar were the balancing of rights and responsibilities, in particular the
rights of men and women as individuals, as members of couples, and as members of society.
Participants suggested the need to further discussion on ethical issues surrounding AIDS and STI
testing; controversial research methodologies, IRB approval and informed consent; and the
influence of powerful religious interests on international reproductive health policy. Nineteen
papers were presented and discussed. A selection of these will be published as a special issue of

Seminar on the Ecology of the M ale Life Cour se, Rauischholzhausen, Ger many, 10-12
October 2006

This meeting was organized by the IUSSP Scientific Panel on Evolutionary Perspectives on
Demography, in collaboration with Marburg University and with financia assistance from the
German National Science Foundation. The goal of the seminar was to integrate perspectives from
life history with the growing body of knowledge regarding hormonal, immunological,
developmental, psychological and behavioural aspects of male life history trajectories focusing on
three crucid life stages: pre-reproductive, reproductive, and post-reproductive stages. The seminar
provided a forum where 29 scholars from different disciplinary backgrounds could discuss ultimate
and proximate analyses of male life histories with the am of providing new perspectives on
contemporary demographic features. Twenty-four papers were presented at the seminar. In addition,
two senior researchers were invited to give plenary lectures. A selection of the papers will be
published in two subsequent issues of the journal Biodemography and Social Biology (formerly
Social Biology) in 2007 and 2008.

Seminar on Mortality in countries of the former USSR: Fifteen years after break-up: change
or continuity?, Kiev, Ukraine, 12-14 October 2006

This seminar was organized by the USSP Scientific Panel on Mortality in the Former USSR, in
collaboration with the Centre for Demography and Human Ecology (CDHE), the Institute for
Demography and Social Studies (IDSS), the Max Planck Institute for Demographic research
(MPIDR) and the Institut National d’Etudes Démographiques (INED). The seminar brought
together over 50 researchers from countries of the former USSR and specialists from abroad. Itsaim
was to shed light on age-specific mortality and life expectancy trends, by taking into account the
dynamics of the main causes of death and by assessing the role played by socia inequalities,
cultural differences and geographic heterogeneity. The extent to which certain regions of the former
USSR have specific trends in common with neighbouring countries that share similar historical,
geographical or cultural traits was also discussed. The overview of health trends in countries of the
former USSR included comparisons with Central European countries that were ruled by Communist
regimes as well as with Western countries. Finaly, in the light of recent observed trends,
participants discussed future prospects, particularly with respect to mortality projections. A total of
48 presentations were made in Kiev and 42 papers were submitted. Approximately 30 of these
papers have been selected to be published in the final book in Russian. Programme and papers are
available on the IUSSP website at:

Seminar on Space and Time in Historical Demographic Studies - New Methods and Models,
Minneapolis, USA, 30 October-1 November 2006

This seminar was organized and funded by the IUSSP Scientific Committee on Historical
Demography in collaboration with the Inter-university Consortium for Political and Socia
Research, University of Michigan, USA, and the Minnesota Population Center, University of
Minnesota, USA. The goa of this seminar was to encourage researchers who have been
experimenting with spatial and temporal analyses to combine those analyses with statistical
approaches, and to define an emerging body of methods and results. In total 20 participants attended
the meeting and 14 papers were presented in five sessions. The papers reflected a full range of
demographic issues including migration, fertility, mortality, and nuptiaity, and methods that ranged
from elementary cartographic presentation to sophisticated multi-variate spatial statistics. Seminar

Seminar on Sexual and Reproductive Transitions of Adolescents in Developing Countries,
Cholula, Puebla, Mexico, 6-9 November 2006

This seminar was organized by the IUSSP Scientific Panel on Adolescent Life Course in
Developing Countries, in collaboration with the Center for Demographic, Urban, and
Environmental Studies, EI Colegio de Mexico, and with financial assistance from UNFPA. It
brought together 32 participants from a variety of regions and backgrounds — demographers,
sociologists, economists, epidemiologists, urban planners, anthropologists, and health service
providers. All career stages were represented and about one-third of participants were junior
scholars. A total of 29 papers were presented. The goal of the seminar was to bring to bear scientific
evidence on policy and practice to advance research on some difficult methodological and
substantive issues in the area of sexual and reproductive transitions of adolescents. The seminar
made significant contributions to research on adolescent sexual and reproductive health examining
new methodological and data collection techniques as well as contributing to policies and programs
aimed at improving adolescentsCsexual and reproductive health. A selection of the papers will be
published as a specia issue of Studies in Family Planning and an IUSSP Policy Brief will be
published.

Seminar on Gender and Accessin South Asia, Dhaka, Bangladesh, 14-18 November 2006

This meeting was organized by the IUSSP Panel on Gender and the Bangladesh Institute of
Development Studies (BIDS) and held at the BRAC Centre Auditorium in Dhaka with financial
assistance from the World Bank. This seminar’s aim was to focus on gender inequality broadly in
terms of access to public services, market opportunities and public participation. South Asia
provides an interesting opportunity to address this issue because there are tremendous variations
within individual countries in gender relations and cultural norms, but at the same time there are
many similarities across national boundaries. A regional discourse on gender and access in South
Asia has a tremendous potential for informing public policy. Over 50 participants attended the
meeting. Participants included academicians and researchers working in the fields of economics,
demography, public health, public policy, sociology, and gender studies based in academic and
research institutions as well asinternational agencies from South Asia aswell as North America and
Europe. A total of 19 papers were presented. An USSP policy brief will be published and a
selection of papers should be published either in an IUSSP-Springer volume or in the journa
Economic and Poalitical Weekly.

On 29 March 2006, the USSP organized a specia plenary at the
Annual Meeting of the Population Association of Americain Los Angeles featuring the work of the
IUSSP Committee on Longevity and Health and their recent publication Longer Life and Healthy
Aging.

The IUSSP has specia consultative status at the United Nations Commission on Population and
Development where the IUSSP actively contributes to discussions of population issues. On 7 April
2006 the IUSSP presented an official statement to the 39" Session of the Commission on
Population and Development on International Migration and Development which is available at
http://iussp.org/Activities/IUSSP_CPD_2006.pdf.

Junior Demographer Travel Awards

The IUSSP provides travel awards to Junior Demographers — doctoral students, post-doctoral
students and professionals who finished their PhD in the last five years — from mostly developing
countries to attend USSP scientific seminars and conferences. The Awards further training and
help young scholars develop professional networks. The Junior Demographer Award provides
travel and per diem for ajunior researcher to participate as an observer or present a paper or poster
at USSP scientific meetings and conferences. In 2006 the IUSSP provided 5 Junior Demographer
Travel Awards. In addition many participants presenting papers at [lUSSP meetings were junior
scholars and recent PhD’s.

| USSP Publications

The IUSSP disseminates scientific papers through its website and publications. Nearly all papers
presented at USSP seminars are available to the membership shortly after a seminar on the
members-only password protected section of the IUSSP web site.

Management and Finances

The USSP operating budget for 2006 was 649,919 euro of which 157,001 euro directly supported
IUSSP scientific activities and publications, 256,404 euro covered salary and operating costs of the
IUSSP secretariat for membership services, website, backup support to IUSSP scientific Panels, and
fundraising, 53,682 euro covered accounting, banking, auditing services, 34,299 euro was spent on
meetings of the IUSSP Council and Bureau, and 9,708 euro covered membership subsidies for low-
income country members. Funds amounting to 15,032 euro are tied to cover the expenses of 2
seminars occurring in early 2007. The [USSP also incurred 123,000 euro in exchange rate |osses on
IUSSP US dollar investments due to the drop in the value of the dollar in 2006.

In 2006 USSP income totalled 682,393 euro. Income sources include grants from private
foundations and governments to support scientific activities and operational costs, membership
dues, adjustments to provisions for membership subsidy program and income from interest earned
on investments and exchange rate gains. Despite a record number of scientific activitiesin 2006 and
losses incurred by the drop in the US dollar, the IUSSP ended the year with a small positive balance
of 32,474 euro; 18,591 euros will be rolled over to cover scientific activities and operating costs in
2007 and the remaining (13,883 euro) has been placed in the reserves.



In addition to the direct support the IUSSP provides to its Scientific Panels for activities, Scientific
Panels and their ingtitutions reported leveraging and additional 101,623 euro in direct financial
support from other donors for IUSSP sponsored activities.

IUSSP reserves stand at 1,507,840 euro of which 605,364 euro is held in general reserves, 243,883
euro is in a reserve for contingencies, and 640,000 euro has been set aside in specia project
reserves. The specia project reserves include funds to finance the 2009 International Population
Conference (550,000 euro), the 2009 USSP General Assembly (30,000 euro), IUSSP Policy and
Research Papers (50,000 euro), and a Teaching Materials Project (10,000 euro). IUSSP assets are
held in a Merrill Lynch Working Capital Management Account Money Fund and interest bearing
accounts with the Banque Transatlantique in Paris.

The IUSSP maintains a minimum number of secretariat staff to keep administrative costs down.
The Secretariat currently has four permanent staff members who coordinate IUSSP scientific
activities and publications, communicate with [lUSSP members, donors and the public, maintains a
website, coordinates fund raising and reporting with USSP donors. In 2006 the IUSSP Secretariat
improved services to members by setting up individual passwords for all members and an on-line
payment option.

The IUSSP 2006 audited accounts were prepared by the accounting firm, ARICE, and approved by
its auditors, Ernst & Young. For further details on USSP revenue and expenses in 2006 see the
Statement of Activities and Change in Net Assets for the Year Ended 31 December 2006 below.
Comparable data for 2005-2006 are shown in that statement. The Statement of Financial Position as
of 31 December 2006 shows USSP total assets and liabilities at the end of 2005-2006.

In 2006, the IUSSP received generous support from a number of governments, foundations and
other agencies, including the Governments of France, Belgium and the Netherlands, UNFPA,
Hewlett Foundation, and the World Bank. The Institut National d’ Etudes Démographiques (INED)
provides office space and numerous services to the IUSSP. Several members of the IUSSP made
generous gifts to the organization in 2006. IUSSP gratefully acknowledges the support of these
institutions and individuals.
